There will be 3 Qualifying events in Colombo, Kandy and Galle and Grand Finals in Colombo.

Qualifiers in order;
1. All Active WIM/ FMs/ WFMs  (Maximum 2 per event)
2. 14 players played in the Nationals (Maximum 5 per Event)
3. 14 players played in the women’s Nationals (Maximum 1)
4. Top 20 players in FIDE Rating list (Maximum 1)
5. 1st 20 Players In National B & 1st 15 Players played in Women’s National B (Maximum 1)
6. All those who have represented Sri Lanka National Chess Team at least once (Maximum 1)
7. Wild card entries with ELO over 1700 (Maximum 2 (3 for Final) per event on 1st Come 1st Serve Basis) Will be entertained as 1st come 1st serve basis only.
The below chart gives the tentative list of qualifiers on the qualifiers order divided with their residential areas. Sunil and Nirosh are eligible to play in any qualifier if they confirms.

The Regulations

1. The tournament will consist of 3 Qualifying events in Colombo, Kandy and Galle and one Final event.

2. Each Qualifying and Final Events will be played on 11 round, Round robin System.

3. The play will be governed by the FIDE Laws of Chess adopted by the Chess Federation of Sri Lanka.

4. Zero Tolerance will be applied with the draw rule of 30 Moves.

5. Schedule will be published as soon as possible.

6. 1st three Players in each qualifying event will be selected for the finals while 3 wild  card entries will be entertained for the finals. The foreign players are also considered for these 3 entries . Even a looser in a final may apply for a wild card entry.

7. Entry fee of Rs. 2,000 will be charged from regular players and Rs. 6,000/- will be charged from a wild card player in the qualifying Rounds. The three wild card players in the finals will be charged Rs. 10,000/- or 100 USD from Foreign players.
8. The total Prize Fund will be Rs. 130,000/-. Rs. 20,000/- (1st -10,000/-, 2nd -6,000/-, 3rd- 4,000/-) each in three qualifying and 70,000/- (1st -30,000/-, 2nd -20,000/-, 3rd- 10,000/-, 4th & 5th Rs. 5,000/- Each) for the finals.

9. The Chess Federation is looking for the possibilities of having a residential final.

10. Any player may request to play in the any of the qualifying event on their merit. For example if Sunil and Nirosh play in Colombo, the other title players will not be eligible to play in Colombo as title players. But, they may request to play in another Qualifier. (Example 2 If Isuru, Anuruddha, Chamika, Koggala & Dulan needs to play in Colombo, the other National players has to look for other Qualifiers, Kandy or Galle.

11. The date for confirmation of participation is 5th December 2012. 
We, the Chess Federation hope that this format will be an interested one for the Sri Lankan Chess players and the event will support the players to increase their ratings.
